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Following the proclamation of the Clean Water Act and regulations, the boundaries of the North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Area were established and a local Source Protection
Committee was formed. A local committee Chair was appointed on August 20, 2007 by the Ministry of the Environment, after considering recommendations from the source protection
authority. Following appointment of the chair, the local source protection committee was formed in November, 2007. The members, who represent various stakeholder groups within the
community, were appointed following an extensive application and interview process. The Source Protection Committee will direct the Source Protection Planning process.

Project Overview

A source water protection plan is an agreement among the people and the municipalities of a watershed about the ways to protect water quality and quantity for municipal drinking water
systems. A source protection plan will:

• safeguard human health
• ensure enough safe, clean water is available
• protect current and future sources of municipal drinking water from significant threats

Source protection involves delineating sources of drinking water, identifying and ranking threats to those sources of drinking water, determining the appropriate response to the drinking
water threats, taking action, and monitoring progress. The process follows four major stages:

1) Creating the source protection structure;
2) Preparing the assessment report;
3) Preparing a source protection plan; and
4) Implementing the Source Protection Plan.

The first stage is complete and involved establishing source protection areas, establishing source protection committees and creating a terms of reference for the source protection
planning process.

The second stage involves the development of a watershed based assessment report for each source protection area. This report is intended to pull together the science available within
each source protection area and may be used to identify all drinking water threats of concern within each source protection area. This assessment report is intended to include a
watershed characterization, municipal long term water supply strategies, a groundwater and surface water vulnerability analysis, an issues evaluation and threats assessment, and a risk
assessment for water quality and quantity. This could take up to two years to complete.

The North Bay – Mattawa Conservation Authority's Drinking Water Source Protection staff have already started identifying vulnerable areas, inventorying threats and drafting the
watershed characterization report. Preliminary intake protection zones and wellhead protection areas (which will be the area of focus for the plan) have been identified for the municipal
systems. Work is now being conducted on the identification of significant threats and risks within those areas.

Once assessment reports are complete and risks to drinking water have been identified, it is intended that source protection focus on the development of the source protection plan. The
source protection plan will set out locally based risk management measures to reduce or eliminate significant risks to drinking water supplies, and set out a strategy to implement these
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measures. This could take up to three years to complete. In developing policies to manage risks, consideration will be given to environmental, social and economic implications. The
Committee will also consider the potential for financial instruments to complement the Ontario Drinking Water Stewardship Program.

The final stage involves implementing the plan, which may include introducing bylaws, amending municipal Official Plans, imposing a prohibition on an activity, or negotiating or imposing
a risk management plan where required; monitoring; reporting on progress; and inspections and enforcement associated with implementing the plans.

North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Area

With the passing of Ontario Regulation 284/07 nineteen source protection areas and regions were created across the province. The North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Area is
located in northeastern Ontario, bordered by the Ottawa River to the east, Lake Nipissing to the west and the Northern tip of Algonquin Park to the south. The Source Protection Area
encompasses approximately 4000 km2 and includes the jurisdictional area of the North Bay – Mattawa Conservation Authority, plus the South River watershed. For the purposes of the
Clean Water Act, the North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Area is not subject to considerations for the Great Lakes - St. Lawrence River Agreements.

Municipal Drinking Water Sources

While the Source Protection Plan will consider the characteristics of the entire contributing area, the legislation requires that the primary focus be on the area surrounding the municipal
drinking water systems. There are five municipally-serviced drinking water sources in the Source Protection Area, which serve approximately 80% of the population. These supplies are
located in the Municipality of Callander, Town of Mattawa, City of North Bay, Municipality of Powassan and Village of South River. While the Municipality of Callander, City of North Bay
and Village of South River draw from surface water sources, both the Town of Mattawa and Municipality of Powassan rely on groundwater sources.

Elevation of Non-municipal Residential Drinking Water Systems

The Clean Water Act provides the option for municipalities to bring some additional systems into the planning process. Council resolutions with respect to the elevation of non-municipal
systems have been received from two municipalities. The Municipality of Powassan requests that the Source Protection Committee include the former Town of Trout Creek cluster area in
the Committee’s Terms of Reference as a study to be completed when funding is made available for non-municipal residential drinking water systems. The Township of East Ferris may
want to elevate drinking water systems in the hamlet areas pending the development of guidance forthcoming from the Ministry of Environment which will determine the funding and
requirements for elevating a system in that jurisdiction.

Roles and Responsibilities

Source protection planning will require collaboration amongst municipalities, Source Protection Authorities, Source Protection Committees, stakeholders and the public.

Source Protection Authority

The North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Authority is composed of the 12 members of the North Bay – Mattawa Conservation Authority Board, plus four additional members from the
Village of South River and Townships of Joly, Nipissing and Strong.
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The Source Protection Authority has the important role of reviewing and commenting on the key products of the Source Protection Committee, including this Terms of Reference, the
Assessment Report, and the Source Protection Plan. It is the Source Protection Authority that posts the products for public comment, and submits the products to the Ministry for
approval. Once the Source Protection Plan is approved by the Province, it is the Source Protection Authority’s responsibility to ensure that it is made available to the public.

The Source Protection Authority has the authority to amend the Source Protection Plan under the direction of the Minister ’s approval. If the Source Protection Authority proposes an
amendment, it must notify affected municipalities and seek their concurrence or comments on the amendments and submit these to the Minister for consideration.

Finally, the Source Protection Authority has the responsibility to keep the public and the government updated on implementation of the plan through interim and annual progress reports.

Source Protection Committee

The North Bay – Mattawa Source Protection Committee is composed of a provincially appointed Chair plus nine representatives from watershed stakeholders (such as municipal,
agriculture, landowners, industry, environmental non-government organizations and members of the public at large) who were appointed by the Source Protection Authority. The Source
Protection Committee also includes three non-voting representatives from the North Bay – Mattawa Conservation Authority, North Bay - Parry Sound District Health Unit and the Ontario
Ministry of Environment.

The Source Protection Committee is at the centre of the local planning process. The Source Protection Committee is responsible for preparing the terms of reference, the assessment
report and the source protection plan for the area. The role of the committee is to guide the development of the plan and ensure that all of the relevant information is taken into account.
The Source Protection Committee will also work together with municipalities, the conservation authority, and provincial agencies.

North Bay – Mattawa Conservation Authority

The Conservation Authority will help source protection committees develop source protection plans by gathering and sharing information, facilitating cooperation and coordination among
communities and stakeholders, and providing technical support and advice to the source protection committee.

Municipalities

Municipalities will have a strong role in developing and implementing source protection plans in all areas under municipal jurisdiction. Municipalities are already responsible for the
delivery of municipal drinking water and land use planning and the proposed source protection process will build on this work. Municipalities will develop and implement policies to reduce
risks posed by activities located in areas under their jurisdiction.
